The move to a new building and bringing both schools together for the first time has been hampered by the need for student bubbles which is a major undertaking for senior leaders managing this alongside their normal duties, a more recent undertaking was the setting up and implementing lateral flow device testing by  with little notice. All this has impacted all schools and governors are very aware of this. 
Governors are deeply committed to the school and determined to ensure continual improvement. They take responsibility for different aspects of the School Development Plan so they can check more rigorously on implementation. As assessment systems are rigorous and informative, governors are able to hold leaders to account for the progress the school is making. They ask insightful questions of leaders.
Due to the on-going changes in membership over the past year it has been vital for the induction to be effective in order for all governors to continue in their role of monitoring impact, with this in mind the Governors have agreed to a review the governing body in Oct 2021 to give time for training to be undertaken.
